Major Supreme Court Cases

1. _________________________________________ – produced pamphlets urging men to evade the draft, this was found illegal and not protected under free speech due to the Espionage Act, it falls now under “clear and present danger”.
2. _________________________________________ – overturned law that allowed teachers to have moment of silence. Due to this moment of silence cannot be designated as prayer time.

3. __________________________________________ - set precedent that “separate could be equal”. Plessy was to move to the black car of the train.

4. _________________________________________ – stated that wearing black armbands for protest was legal under freedom of (symbolic) speech.
5. _________________________________________ – flag burning is protected under freedom of speech. (symbolic)

6. __________________________________________ – set standards for reverse discrimination, minority quotas alone cannot be used in determining job and school preferences. Race is only one element, the other elements are just as important.

7. _________________________________________ – prayer cannot be mandatory because it violates the establishment clause. (N.Y. schools made all students recite a prayer.)

8. __________________________________________ – precedent to exclusionary rule, evidence obtained illegally cannot be used in a count of law against a person. (Due process of law)

9. __________________________________________ – as part of due process of law the Miranda Rights must be read to you. If it is not then no evidence obtained until a lawyer is appointed may be used in court.

10. __________________________________________ – set precedent that anyone who could go to jail for a crime should be given a lawyer regardless if they can’t afford one. This extended past federal crimes to all capital crimes.

11. ______________________________________________________ – official school publications can be censored by school officials. (students publishing a school newspaper can be censored)

12. _________________________________________ – aid to parochial schools without violating establishment clause to neither promote nor harm religion. No “excessive entanglement”.
13. __________________________________________ – set precedent that slaves are not citizens. Dred Scott was made to return with his master to the south, after living in the north for several years.

14. __________________________________________ – overturned Plessy and stated that separate is not equal and that schools would have to desegregate and Jim Crow Laws started becoming outlawed.
